WHEREAS, Jordan School District has been recognized by Education Week as having the highest 
graduation rate in the nation of the fifty largest school districts; by the Hoover Institute at Stanford 
University as the most efficient in the nation for the cost to produce a graduate; Forbes magazine as having 
the second-best big city education in the nation; and awarded a AAA bond rating by Fitch Ratings of New 
York; and,  

WHEREAS, the size of the student enrollment of Jordan School District supports student 
opportunities, such as the Jordan Applied Technology Center, Sandy and West Jordan Campuses, Jordan 
Family Education Center, Jordan Resource Center, Jordan Valley School, Itineris Early College High 
School, Middle School ALPS, International Baccalaureate, Valley High, South Valley School, and 
Southpointe High; and,  

WHEREAS, the size of the student enrollment of Jordan School District allows for the leveraging of 
educational funds resulting in curriculum support for students and educators as well as professional learning

WHEREAS, the Board of Education is committed to establishing and maintaining a culture of 
listening and responding to patrons, municipalities, and other stake holders; strengthening and collaborating 
with community councils; and providing timely and accurate information at all levels within the school 
district; and, 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Education of Jordan School District encourages parents, patrons, 
municipal, county, and state leaders to support an undivided Jordan School District and its ability to provide 
students with services, opportunities, and supportive infrastructure which are uniquely available and in great 
variety and breadth because of the size and diversity of the District’s student enrollment.
