STUDENT NEIGHBORHOOD ACCESS PROGRAM (SNAP) - Utah Code



(Formerly Safe Walking Route Plans)

The safety of children walking to school is a major concern for parents, school administrators, and public officials. Utah State Law requires each elementary and middle school to create a child access routing plan to outline and address community concerns about walking routes. To facilitate this, the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) has created the Student Neighborhood Access Program (SNAP), previously termed Safe Walking Route Plan.

The process of creating a SNAP Plan is a cooperative effort between parents, school officials, community councils, local jurisdictions, police and UDOT. Proper implementation of a routing plan will help ensure that road safety initiatives at a school reflect current safety needs.

A SNAP Plan consists of a map and a text description outlining the safest routes for students to walk or bike to and from school. The plan should also address loading and unloading areas for buses and private vehicles. If hazardous busing is provided, a walking route should not be shown as a student access route. The goal of a SNAP plan is to minimize students’ exposure to transportation hazards.

UDOT has developed a guide to assist schools in the creation and implementation of each school’s SNAP plan. In addition, school maps can be printed from the UDOT website and a free accompanying software program will help you create your SNAP maps. This free software requires a Windows based computer.

ALL SNAP plans are due to the Educational Support Office by MONDAY, MARCH 17, 2008. This should give you time to properly form a Traffic Safety Committee (comprised of members of your School Community Council), organize and analyze your current needs, and have your plan approved for distribution to your school community before the beginning of the 2008-2009 school year.

You will receive an e-mail containing forms and checklists needed to complete your SNAP plan. You may use the UDOT SNAP maps and guidelines in combination with the district forms to complete your plan.

Please review the attached “Instructions for Completing SNAP Plans”. This will guide you through accessing the UDOT website, completing the forms, and submitting your plan. All plans are due to the Educational Support Office by Monday, March 17, 2008.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING SNAP PLANS

1. Create a School Traffic Safety Committee as a sub-committee of your School Community Council.

2. You will receive an e-mail from Melinda Colton’s office with the District SNAP Plan materials attached. Please copy this plan into a file on your computer. It was created in a WORD 2004 document and is designed to TAB through to each highlighted item. Simply type in the correct information and tab to the next section. You may also print a hard copy to use as a working copy. If you need to make other adjustments please note that the file is locked. To unlock the forms go to “View”, “Toolbars” and then “Forms” menu and click on the button that looks like a padlock. This will unlock the file and you can add or make changes to the forms as needed.

3. You will then want to use the links provided (www.udot.utah.gov/sr2s) to access the SNAP website at UDOT. This will give you further information about the Utah Law and requirements for an effective SNAP Plan. Print any materials on the UDOT site that you feel will assist your committee in submitting an appropriate plan.

4. Print your school map, located on the UDOT website. The maps were created to show an area 1.5 – 2.0 miles around the school. If your map is missing areas that you need for a safe walking route you can contact Sue Ellen Heath @ 307-3400 and she will create a new map for your school.

5. If you or anyone on your school safety committee has access to a Windows based computer, you will want to download the free software and maps. This will allow you to include all the details on your map electronically and save it for submission and future use.

6. If you do not have access to a Windows based computer you can still print the Map and add the same figures to your hard copy by hand. 

7. Begin the process of evaluating and designing an appropriate Student Neighborhood Access Plan as described in the UDOT SNAP Operations Guide. Your City/Municipality contact information is included below. 

8. When you have completed your plan with the appropriate signatures, you may then submit your plan to the Educational Support Office by March 17, 2008. You can submit your plan in two ways:

a. Scan all maps and pages requiring signatures, attach them to the document below and send it by email to lisa.robinson@jordan.k12.ut.us. (Preferred method) 

b. Make a hard copy of all elements of the plan and send it to Educational Support in the District mail.

9. When your plan has been reviewed and approved, the Educational Support office will send you verification and will also send electronic copies of your approved plan to your City/Municipality representatives.

10. You will need to submit a work order for any concerns or changes that are suggested for district improvement projects and route your work order to Kevin Ray, Risk Management Coordinator.

11. If you are interested in using your SNAP plan to apply for Grant Funding through Safe Routes to Schools (SR2S) you must FIRST contact your Area Executive Director.
